To ensure proper use of this appliance and your safety, please read the following
instructions completely before operating this appliance.

English — Original
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1. SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

* Incorrect operation and improper use of the appliance can seriously damage the appliance and injure users.

* The appliance may only be used for the purpose for which it was intended and designed. The manufacturer is not liable for any damage caused
by incorrect operation and improper use.

* Keep the appliance and electrical plug away from water and any other liquids. In the unlikely event that the appliance should fall into water,
immediately pull the plug out of the socket and have the appliance checked by a certified technician. Not following these instructions could give
rise to life-threatening situations.

* Never try to open the casing of the appliance yourself.

* Do not insert any objects in the casing of the appliance.

* Do not touch the plug with wet or damp hands.

* Regularly check the plug and cord for any damage. Should the plug or cord be damaged have it/them repaired by a certified repair company.

* Do not use the appliance after it has fallen or is damaged in any other way. Have it checked and repaired, if necessary, by a certified repair company.
* Do not try to repair the appliance yourself. This could give rise to life-threatening situations.

* Make sure the cord does not come in contact with sharp or hot objects and keep it away from open fie. To pull the plug out of the socket, always
pull on the plug and not on the cord.

* Make sure that no one can accidentally pull the cord (or extension cord) loose or trip over the cord.
* This appliance may only be used for the purpose it was initially designed for.
+ Always keep an eye on the appliance when in use.

« Children do not understand that incorrect use of electrical appliances can be dangerous. Therefore, never let children use home appliances without
supervision.

* Always pull the plug out of the socket when the appliance is not being used and always before cleaning.

+ Warning! As long as the plug is in the socket the appliance is connected to the power source.

* Turn off the appliance before pulling the plug out of the socket.

* Never carry the appliance by the cord.

* Do not use any extra devices that are not supplied along with the appliance.

* Only connect the appliance to an electrical outlet with the Voltage and frequency mentioned on the appliance label.
* Avoid overloading.

* Turn off the appliance after use by removing the plug from the socket.

+ Always remove the plug from the socket when filing or cleaning the appliance.

* The electrical installation must comply with the applicable national and local regulations.

* This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience
and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

* Do not place the appliance immediately beside hot appliances.
* Never pour hot water into water reservoir.
* Never pour more than one decanter of water into the reservoir

3. FIRST UTILIZATION

1. Place the coffee machine on a stable flat surface.

2. Put the filter in the holder.

3. Fill the coffee pot with cold water and pour it in the water reservoir. Wait 1 minute for the water to force the air out of the appliance.

4. Place the empty coffee pot in the correct position under the filter pan.

5. Turn the power switch ON.

6. HOT WATER will soon start dripping into the pot.

7. The in-use indicator lamp will turn off in 4 or 5 minutes.

8. Repeat steps 3 to 7 a few times to clean the appliance thoroughly before making coffee for the first time
9. It is normal for steam to escape during this process and for the dripping water to make gurgling sounds.

Never pour hot water into the water reservoir.

Making coffee
To make coffee follow these steps:

1. Prepare the filter pan as described above. Add the desired amount of ground coffee, depending on your taste. The recommended amount is 75-90
gm per pot of water (1.6-1.8 litre)

2. Place the filter pan in the holder.

3. Fill the coffee pot (glass decanter, vacuum pot or thermos depending on model type) with the desired amount of water and pour it in the water
reservoir.

4. Place the empty pot directly under the filter pan.

5. Turn the power switch ON. The in-use indicator lamp will light up to indicate that the machine has started to operate.
6. After some time coffee will start to drip into the coffee pot.

7. When all of the water has passed through the machine, the in-use indicator lamp will switch off

8. Turn off the power switch and close the thermos (if applicable) by twisting the lid on. The coffee is ready to be served.

9. The appliance has an overflow tube to allow extra water in the reservoir to escape, but since the coffee pot can hold only 1.8 litres of water we
recommend that you never fil the reservoir with more than 1.8 litres of water.
10. Some water will always be left in the machine and in the tubes. If you do not use or move the appliance for a long time, it is best to empty the
appliance and clean it before storing it.
11. If you have emptied the appliance (as recommended in no. 10 above), before using it again you should repeat steps 1-7 of Preparing the
appliance for use.
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12. If you haven't used the appliance for a short time, rinse it out with clean water before use.

Do not forget to turn the appliance off after use.

4. MAINTENANCE

Cleaning
It is important to clean the appliance and parts after using. The best way to clean grime or deposits from the appliance, filter pan, pot or water tubes
is with a soft, wet cloth and a mild cleaner if necessary (never use a product that is corrosive or abrasive).

Descaling

After some time limestone deposits will build up on the heating element. To keep the appliance in optimum condition and to ensure that your
coffee retains its delicious flavour, we recommend that you de-scale the appliance on a regular basis. When the red warning light on the front of the
machine is lit, this indicates the appliance must be decalcified.

* To de-scale use a de-scaling agent that is suitable for coffee makers. You can also use pure lemon juice, citric acid or cleaning vinegar as a de-
scaling agent. To ensure the proper mixture, read the instructions supplied with the agent. For pure lemon juice or cleaning vinegar the general
mixture applies of 1/3 cleaning vinegar or lemon juice to 2/3 water.

* Place the filter pan in the holder

* Place an empty coffee pot under the filter pan.

* Pour the water with the solution in the water reservoir.

* Turn the power switch ON.

* The water that is still in the appliance will now pass through it. As soon as the solution begins to flow through the appliance, turn it off.

» Wait 5-6 minutes to give the solution time to break down the calcium in the appliance. Turn the appliance on again so the solution (now containing
the calcium deposits) can pass through it.

* When all of the solution has passed through the appliance, turn the appliance off and throw the solution away.

* Pour clean water in the water reservoir and allow it to flow through the appliance (see steps 1 to 7 of Preparing the appliance for use) until the
smell and taste of the solution are completely gone.

* The appliance can now be used again.

Regular maintenance

For the best coffee result and the extension of the life span of the coffee maker, is it better to avoid the red light on the front from lighting up (this
means de-scaling needs to be done). You should use (just as with de-scaling) a de-scaling agent for coffee makers or pure lemon juice, citric acid
or cleaning vinegar. To ensure the proper mixture, read the instructions supplied with the agent. For pure lemon juice or cleaning vinegar the general
mixture applies of 1/3 cleaning vinegar or lemon juice to 2/3 water.

* Place an empty coffee pot under the filter pan.

* Pour the water with the solution in the water reservoir.

* Turn the power switch ON.

* When all of the solution has passed through the appliance, turn the appliance off and throw the solution away.

* Pour clean water in the water reservoir and allow it to flow through the appliance (see steps 1 to 7 of Preparing the appliance for use) until the
smell and taste of the solution are completely gone.

* The appliance can now be used again.

Note: Warranty is void if failure to de-scale regularly leads to reduced functioning or failure of the appliance.

5. TROUBLESHOOTING
Possible problems and how to solve them

Problem

Possible cause

Solution

Power switch is in ON position, but the lamp
on the switch and the in-use indicator lamp
do not light up.

1. Appliance is not plugged in.
2. Power switch is broken.

1. Insert plug into socket.
2. Contact your supplier for a new switch.

Power switch is in the ON position and the
lamp on t he switch is on, but the in-use
indicator lamp does not light up.

1. Relay is broken.
2. Water level sensor is broken.

Contact your supplier.

Power switch is in the ON position and both
lamps are lit up but the water is not passing
through the machine.

1. Heating element is broken.

2. Temperature safety device is damaged.

Contact your supplier.

Appliance works, but water flow is sometimes
interrupted for more than five minutes.

1. Relay is broken.

2. Temperature safety device is damaged.

Contact your supplier.

A fuse in the fuse box blows when the
appliance is turned on.

1. Short circuit

Contact your supplier.
